CALL FOR EXPRESSION OF INTREST: FROM AGENCIES TO MAP HIGH RISK GROUPS AND OTHER VULNERABLE POPULATION GROUPS TO HIV/AIDS


The Government of India has received a Credit (credit 4299-IN) from the funds pooled by the International Development Association and the DFID in various currencies towards the cost of third National HIV/AIDS control Project and it is intended that a part of the proceeds of this credit will be applied to eligible payments under the contract for which this invitation for consultancy is issued.

The National AIDS Control Project has as its goal the control and reversal to the HIV epidemic in India within the next five years. The National AIDS control Programme Phase III (NACP) is in the process of scaling up its interventions with high risk groups (HRGs i.e. female sex workers, men who have sex with men and injecting drug uses) and other vulnerable population groups like migrants.

Methodology for mapping HRGs and migrants have been designed by NACO with inputs from a groups of experts, so that a standardized are maintained. The agencies selected to do the mapping will have to follow this methodology fully. DSACS will orient the selected agencies in the methodologies and provided technical support in building capacity for a monitoring the mapping exercise in Delhi State.

To this end, national level agencies with technical expertise and institutional capacity to carry out mapping with and for HRGs and migrants for setting up Targeted Intervention (TIs) under NACP III. The mapping has to be carried out in Delhi including all districts of Delhi. Organisations should have the financial and administrative capacity to recruit, contract and remunerate HRG members for the duration of the mapping exercise.  Organisations are invited to submit Expression of Interest (EoI) for the mapping of HRGs and migrants in Delhi.


Eligibility & Assessment Criteria:
The lead organization must have a substantial institutional capacity (in terms of human resources breadth of experience, systems in place) to work across a particular state and to work simultaneously at multiple centres in the state(s).  Any previous successful collaboration in similar lines will be key criteria.

In addition, the EoI and capability will be assessed against evidence of skills and experience in providing services in the following areas and working to timelines:
· Experience of carrying and filed based research and handling data.
· Commitment to and proven track record of implementing mapping with substantial participation of HRGs and/or other marginalized population groups and disseminating data
· Proven track records in implementing quality mapping which is validated by interventions.

REQUIREMENTS
The EoI should be send along with a Capability and any collaborating organizations, covering relevant technical and geographical experience.
Consultants interested in being considered for the assignment have to submit a brief capability statement, which shall include the following information:
1. Name, address and facsimile no. and e-mail address.
2. Name of short CVs of principal officials/consultants.
3. Ownership and organizational structure of the firm.
4. Financial position of the firm in terms of annual turnover.
5. List of major assignment in similar and allied fields and the financial involvement along with certificates form clients.

Any EoI with inadequate information, those which do not meet the above criteria, or these received after the closing date will not be short listed.  EoI should be as concise and focused as possible to give evidence of the above requirements, including the capability statement and organization profiles. Please note that this is not a request for proposals. After a review of the letters of interest, a mutually exclusive shortlist of agencies will be prepared and listed agencies will be invited to submit their proposals through a letter of invitation accompanied by specific terms of reference.

Expressions of Interest must be delivered to the address given above not later than 15 days from the publication of the notice.
